Course Objectives:
In this course, students will

+ Critically examine our own ethnocentrism.

» Explore the concept of ethnorelativism and its applications.

« Examine the social construction of health and illness in diverse societies.

» Evaluate major theoretical approaches to the study of health and illness.

» Explore the health and illness from a holistic perspective

» Engage in active research on the culture and health concerns facing diverse communities.

» Demonstrate an understanding of the impact of stratification and marginalization on
health care and access to resources.

Course Description:

We will begin this course with an exploration of our own ethnocentrism and the concept of
ethnorelativism. From this vantage point, we will explore the social construction of disease
across diverse cultures. We will then turn to an exploration of major theoretical approaches to
the study of culture and health. Our discussions will lead to thoughtful and provoking



discussions of how ethnographic perspective, theory and observation may be applied to
contemporary Western models. We will question how societies come to define illness, and how
the identification and treatment of illness occurs in a politicized context in which one must take
into account gender, ethnicity, class, sexual orientation, and societal positioning within a global
economy. As we explore these questions, we will learn more about the medical systems of a
variety of cultures from Southeast Asia, Africa, the United States, and Latin America. The focus
here will be on many of the most recent refugee and immigrant groups to come to the area.

We know that learning occurs at a deeper, more lasting level when we process information in a
variety of ways through multiple mediums. Keeping this in mind, the course format is structured
to be highly interactive, experiential, and research oriented. You will view streaming video,
engage in discussions, complete virtual web tours, exams and a paper. Key lecture points will be
underscored with web sites, audio and visual materials. Students will be asked to take an active
part in the learning process through activities which demand small amounts of additional
research outside the class (depending upon the assignment it may be library research or field
work).

Course Assignments and Expectations

The following are my expectations as well as the requirements of this class toward your
semester grade.



1. You are expected to participate regularly. Students need to keep up with the
readings and review all lecture materials posted in the online classroom. Follow the due
dates outlined in this document closely.

2. You will be allowed to take exams over a set number of days. Exams will not
be provided outside of these dates.

3. Late assignments will not be accepted. The paper assignment must be
submitted via the assignment area in Blackboard. Emailed assignments will not be
accepted. It is your responsibility to make sure that your assignment has been submitted
properly.

4. Students will not be allowed to make-up discussions. This would defeat the
purpose of a discussion.

5. Make sure that your writing is free of plagiarism. Students that plagiarize will
receive, at minimum, an F on the assignment. They risk more severe consequences.

6. Taking an online course means assuming responsibility for learning
Blackboard access to the internet, your own computer, and communicating with me in a
timely fashion about any problems you may encounter. I welcome emails from students.
My phone number is above for use Monday through Friday during reasonable hours. If
you experience a problem during finals week, you may phone or email me any day of the
week during normal business hours. Be aware of the due dates. If you experience a
technical problem, you must assume responsibility for contacting me immediately and
responding to my returned emails and/or phone calls within a 12 hour period.

A normal curve will be used to determine grades (94 -100 =A; 90 -93 = A-, etc.).

Exams: The exams will be primarily multiple choice. They will ask you to critically
evaluate and synthesize the text and course materials provided within the learning units.
You will be able to take the exam during a set number of days. However, once you
launch the exam you must complete it in one sitting during a set amount of time. They
will be open book and open note.

Discussions: We will have several discussions. Discussions will take place over the
course of a set time period as indicated in the syllabus. Please post your initial response
to the discussion assignment by Tuesday of the week during which we are having the
discussion. Respond to at least two other students per discussion thread by Sunday of
that same week. It is best if the discussion is allowed to unfold throughout the
established time frame. To that end, participate over a few days. Make-up of discussions
will not be allowed.

I will look for definite qualities in evaluating your discussion participation. Some
expectations include the following:

1. The development of independent thinking.

2. Utilization and specific references to course materials. Application of key sociological
concepts.

3. A willingness to play with new ideas — yours and others.

4. The development of competence at learning from others and integrating those ideas
which challenge, support or simply stimulate your thinking into your work.

5. Well formulated responses. Be deliberate and reflective in your use of language.

6. The exploration of complicated ideas, even if you find you cannot come to a neat and
easy conclusion.

7. The development of competence in writing that summarizes, analyzes and argues.

Virtual Exploration Assignments:

You will be asked to complete three virtual exploration assignments. Completion of
these assignments will take two steps. You will download the virtual exploration handout
for each assignment. Complete the exercises contained in the assignment, making note of
your answers. Return to our class shell and the assignments/exams folder. You will find
an entry form for each of the virtual assignments in order to enter your answers. You will
enter your answers just as if you were taking a multiple choice quiz. Do not upload your
actual answer sheet; simply enter your answers as if you were taking a multiple choice
quiz. You will only be able to click on the entry form one time. Once you click on the
entry form, you must enter your answers within the indicated time period. You must
complete the virtual tour entry form to receive credit for the virtual tour.

Submission of Assignments:



All assignment must be submitted into the proper assignment area within
Blackboard. Emailed assignments will not be accepted. If you are new to
Blackboard, I would encourage you to finish your assignment early in case you have
difficulties uploading into the assignments area.
