Re:  Student Provisioning with Horizon Clinical Infrastructure (HCI) 
 
SWMC is in the midst of transitioning to online documentation which currently includes 
intake & output, vital signs, medication administration, and physical assessment. The Go-
Live for Admin Rx and Horizon Meds Manager (HMM) occurs August 21. This is the 
next phase of the medication administration bar coding system. The handheld unit will 
communicate with the full screen. Your students who come to SWMC for their clinical 
rotations will be unable to access our computer system which includes medication 
administration without their own user id and password. There is no longer generic log-
ins. Therefore, we are implementing the following effective immediately: 
 

¥ Have each student fill out the attached Student HCI user password verification 
statement form and send to me in the Education Services Department. This must 
be completed and submitted two weeks pr ior to their  first clinical day.  

¥ Send a list of student names to the Education Services Department c/o Cheryl 
Snodgrass every semester, quarter, rotation two weeks before your class begins.  

¥ I can provide you a CD of the Student HARx training. You may pick one up in 
the Education Services Department or I can mail/email the file. It is a large 
PowerPoint presentation (96 slides, 6.20 MB). Just let me know your preference. 

¥ There is a computer based training (CBT) being created for future use. 
¥ Alex Bautista, Clinical Information Educator is in charge of arranging training for 

the students. The HARx training will take the place of our former AcuScan 
training. He must be contacted to set up training for your students. His contact 
information: Email:abautist@swmedicalcenter.com Phone:(360)514-4449 Pager:

¥ Your students will be unable to document or administer medication until the 
above is completed. 

¥ This does not apply to clinical rotations in Emergency Room, Family Birth 
Center, Healthy Steps, Hospice, Homecare, Ray Hickey House, Urgent Care, 
Adapt, Crisis Intervention, Consultation & Liaison, or Administration.
