A separate application is required and the scholarship recipients will be selected by the Alumni Scholarship Committee.  Scholarships are awarded typically in amounts of $1,500 and are guaranteed for freshman and sophomore years.  For junior and senior years, recipients maintaining a Linfield cumulative GPA of 3.0 will continue to receive the award.
